Apple Crisp Recipe

suggests that it tastes much better served warm with a big scoop of vanilla ice 
cream.   

Apple Crisp 
4-6 apples (peeled and sliced)  
 
Topping 
1 cup oats 
½ tsp salt 
1/3 cup flour 
½ cup brown sugar 
½ cup melted butter 
1 tsp cinnamon 
Place apples in baking dish or pie plate.  Mix the topping ingredients together 

and sprinkle on top of the apples.  Bake at 375 degrees for 30 minutes and enjoy!
